Red Bull Racing’s pit stop event was not the first time GoPro
cameras have gone
big with Red Bull in New York City. In June 2008, GoPro’s
Helmet HERO Wide
camera rode atop X Games BMX Gold Medalist, Kevin
Robinson’s helmet as he
boosted a world record quarter pipe launch that sent him
flying 54 feet above the
ground.
Just a month later, GoPro flew again with Red Bull’s
Freestyle Motocross hero,
Ronnie Renner, as Renner himself set a world record for the
highest air out of a
quarter pipe on a motorcycle.

Woodman. “Red Bull’s use of GoPro’s wearable sports
